As described in Tariff Schedule No. RSF, for the rate case cycle of 2023-2025, the RSF
Program provides credits on the bills of customers in the Kern River Valley District, and
provides subsidies of $1,704,784 and $711,852 to the Dixon and Willows Districts,
respectively, to reduce their annual revenue requirements. The amount of the
surcharge will be set sufficient to fund the RSF program.

For the Kern River Valley District, the RSF subsidies tracked in this account provide a
discounted quantity rate for the first 10 units of consumption per month on a
customer's bill. The quantity rate discount is the difference between the lowest
adopted quantity rate in the service area, and an RSF Index Rate (Discounted RSF
Quantity Rate). The RSF Index Rate is calculated by applying 125% to Cal Water's
system-wide average rate of total residential usage revenues divided by total residential
guantity water sales.

2. Timing and Frequency
An advice letter to report on the status of the RSF surcharge will be filed by October
31st of each year.

3. Annual Surcharge Adjustment
The surcharge may be adjusted to zero out the forecasted balance anticipated to be in
the account at the end of the following year.

4. Rate
The rate components of the RSF BA are identified in Tariff Schedule No. RSF.

b. Realized increases in revenue requirement resulting from the TCJA during the TCJA
